For them, it
can increase the risk of developing more serious illnesses such as
bronchitis and pneumonia, or can make existing conditions worse.

You should have the free flu vaccine if you are:

e Aged 65 or over

¢ All healthy children aged 2 and 3 but not yet reached the age of
4 on 31/08/2019

e Everyone living in a residential or nursing home

e Everyone who is the main carer for an older or disabled person
e Household contacts of anyone who is immunocompromised

e Pregnant, at any stage of pregnancy

e Those aged 6 months to under 65 in the following ‘at risk’
groups:

A Chronic respiratory disease

Chronic heart disease

Chronic kidney disease

Chronic liver disease

Chronic neurological disease

Diabetes

Immunosuppressed

Splenic dysfunction

Morbid obesity
